A crucial solution for climate change mitigation might be-
come more accessible by 2030, with carbon capture capacity
expected to increase six times, according to new research. Car-
bon capture, utilisation and storage (CCUS) is a key technol-
ogy needed to decarbonize hard-to-abate sectors such as petro-
chemicals and cement and to provide 24/7 clean power through
gas plants fitted with capture equipment.

Russia has changed a lot over 30 years; it has changed fun-
damentally because it has opened up to a globalised world. It
has also produced a very open-minded middle class. But cer-
tain things have remained unchanged in 200 years. And that
has to do with geopolitics, which was dormant during most
of the post-Cold War period. Russia found itself restricted,
especially with respect to Ukraine. Unfortunately, we are in a
phase where its concerns are being addressed through the use
of military force but its inadequate accommodation among
the big powers is what is playing out now.
